
Transportation between San Francisco and San Jose Airports and 
Stanford University.

The local hub for bus and train services at Stanford is the Palo Alto Caltrain 
Station located near the main entrance to the campus near the intersections of 
Palm Drive, University Avenue and El Camino Real.  (The free university shuttle, 
Stanford Marguerite, does not operate during summer and other academic 
breaks.)  

Public transportation from any of the local airports will involve a transfer 
between bus, Caltrain, and/or BART (subway); and the cost is approximately $10 
total:
